WUPPERTAL – AN EARLY CENTER OF 

INDUSTRIALIZATION IN THE 19th CENTURY 

The geographic region along the ‘Wupper’ river was a center of early industrialization at the 

end of the 19th century. The former industrial metropolis Barmen was a pioneering innovation 

center for electric weaving looms, lace-making machines and other electrified machines, all 

driven by water power. Several dye factories for silk, artificial silk and cotton along the Wupper 

have played a significant role for the development of the city of Wuppertal, formed by merging 

the cities of Barmen, Elberfeld and four other towns in 1929. Several historic buildings like the 

historic city hall from 1900 and beautiful residential quarters are evidence from this period of 

time. 

The most prominent landmark of Wuppertal, however, is the suspension railway (German: 

Wuppertaler Schwebebahn) which was built between 1897 and 1903. It runs along a route of 

13,3 kilometres moving about 25 million passengers annually. It is the oldest electric elevated 

railway with hanging cars worldwide. Since 2018 this railway has a sister project in Japan – 

the Shonan Monorail between the cities of Kamakura and Fujisawa.  

Be sure to book a ticket for a historic trip with the suspension railway.
